Central and Eastern Europe in the early Middle Ages, or the Hetman period, when Ukraine also
acted as a powerful regional player.

Another factor behind the strengthening of the idea of Ukrainian Centrism is the specific
location of Ukraine, which, in connection with this, acts as an important geopolitical player on the
Eurasian continent, peculiar «gates» for the countries of Western Europe in the Asian region.

The idea of increasing the power of the Ukrainian state is, of course, valuable and promising.
However, analyzing the place and role of Ukraine in the future of the world, one must take into
account contemporary political realities, in which «the path to Ukrainnian Centrism is more difficult
and complicated than .... pro-European orientation» [4]. Under difficult conditions, de facto, the war
with the Russian Federation, the fall of the economy, large-scale corruption, etc., Ukraine must not
lose its historic chance, which was the second time since 1918, it fell to its fate — to preserve its
subjectivity, statehood, and gradually carry out reforms transition to a new stage of development.
And here, in fact, the European experience is invaluable.
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CYBERSPACE: A NEW SPACE FOR SOLVING OLD PHILOSOPHICAL ISSUES

The development of science and technology leads to significant changes in the society affecting
both external aspects of its life activity, such as fashion, common forms of behavior, and its deep
foundations — ontological conceptions and epistemological principles, understanding human nature,
choosing a system of priority goals, values, and ways to achieve them.

The Information technology increase facilitates accelerating the introduction of innovations and
provokes the «unpredictability» of technological development associated with the difficulty of
understanding a number of aspects of modern technology organization and operation for ordinary users
and, in some cases, for specialists. The more sophisticated the software, the greater probability of errors
in the process of its working out and operation, the more attackable it becomes for malicious intervene.

Even advanced technologies and state-of-the-art technologies require significant sales markets
to make them profitable. Cyberspace has become another place to fight for spheres of influence,
markets, and new technologies. Cyber warfare is a war of knowledge and technology. The
advantage in this struggle will achieve not the one who owns large information resources and



technical capabilities, but the one who knows how to use them effectively; therefore, the skills of
strategic planning and global thinking are of particular importance.

Engineering and technologies affect the perception of time and space. It is customary to talk
about the acceleration of the pace of life, the sensation of shrinking the distance between distant
parts of the world, national and cultural boundaries erasing. The Internet and other means of
communication literally «pierce time and space,» giving the possibility to get information from
anywhere in the world almost instantly. At the same time, modern technologies are not able to
ensure the safe storage of information and the fight against cybercrime by the forces of a single
state is doomed to failure.

Cyberspace is a decentralized egalitarian system, the security of which is a condition for the
welfare of modern nation states. Software developers, owners of hardware and equipment are
people and/or organizations with a specific state and national identity, sharing the goals, values, and
interests of the social community to which they belong. Protection of public, private and corporate
interests will provoke confrontation in cyberspace. As point by the domestic researcher D.V.
Dubov: «Even the most democratic countries of the West without announcing are attempting to
control the content of the Internet as intensively and deeply as possible and take certain steps in this
direction, which confirms the rethinking of a liberal approach to the Network» [3, 65].

For a person initially, from the moment of its appearance, the symbolic reality is no less
significant than the physical one. The complication of life forms increases the influence of sign-
symbolic information. Cyberspace is an example of how the world of symbols can become practically
as real as physical and social reality. But unlike the latter, the cyberspace is closed and fully
controlled. It certainly does not go beyond the limits of the cognizable, it is created and determined by
artificial languages (a complex of programming paradigms). Nowadays, leading in the level of
technology development and domination in the symbolic space are identical with domination in
society. With the help of programming languages in cyberspace, events of the past and the present are
re-created, and the future is predicted on the basis of computer simulation, which in itself can be
regarded as a kind of directed information influence, that is, as an information weapon [2, 190-191].

The purpose of information influence is deconstruction of the initial epistemological principles of
the object of influence, transformation of the system of values and higher goals, management of
perception. The impact on the human's consciousness in cyberspace can be accomplished directly
bypassing the genuine natural and socio-cultural environment to which the person was accustomed.
The calculation is laid on the isolation of the person — to force to act and make decisions relying only
on its own strength and experience. The decision-making management is implemented in this way.

From the point of view of Russian authors, maintaining «intellectual sovereignty», which
«involves the right and the real possibility of developing and using the knowledge necessary to
make decisions that ensure the viability and successful development of this society» [1] is crucial in
the information and cyber warfare. However, the concept of intellectual sovereignty is
contradictory, since it, on the one hand, exaggerates the ability of the social consciousness to
«intellectual mobilization,» and on the other hand, the content of the consciousness of a person is
reduced latently to the set of ideologues adopted in a given society.

Cyber warfare destructive consequences are increasing not only due to the dependence of society on
the introduction of technical and technological innovations, but because of the lack of understanding of
modern technology principles of operation, the lack of basic knowledge in the field of cyber security,
and most importantly, because of the presence of a set of social problems: decline of economic
development, inability of the ruling political and economic elite to manage the country and solve vital
social problems effectively, lack of strategic planning skills and global thinking, crisis of moral values
and depreciation of morality.

Consequently, the ways to overcome the issues of cyberspace go beyond technical and/or
political decisions and toughening juridical control in the field of information technology. They go
through overcoming moral degradation and spiritual crisis, through the understanding that human
destiny is not limited to receiving short-term profit and satisfaction of insatiable vanity.
