Abstract. For the last decades, the international tourism has demonstrated the fastest
growth rates in comparison with the other industries, and it ranks fourth by the world
export indicator, following fuel and lubricating materials, food products and machine
building products. However, a great number of developing countries with the
considerable tourism potential keep ignoring the strategic opportunities of the industry,
which is associated with the cause-and-effect relationship between the level of the
country’s economic development and the level of development of the tourist industry to
some extent. The purpose of this article is to assess the impact of the macroeconomic
factors on development and financial proceeds from tourism in Ukraine and to forecast
development of the industry.

The multiple linear regression and pair correlation methods were used in order to analyse
the impact of the macroeconomic factors on the scope and rates of growth in the tourism
proceeds. The value of the proceeds from international tourism was used as a dependent
variable. The independent variables were the scope of passenger air traffic, the quality of
roads, the consumer price index, export of goods and services, the direct foreign
investment flow, gross national income per person, the official exchange rate of the
national currency, GDP growth rates, the public opinion polling factor and accountability
of government authorities, political stability, the corruption perceptions index, the scope
of export of creative-industry products, and the scope of import of creative-industry
products. The pair correlation analysis of the dependent and independent variables
enabled determining the material connection between the indicators as well as the
indicators to be omitted.

The study demonstrated that such indicators as the consumer price index, the public
opinion polling factor and accountability of government authorities, political stability, the
corruption perceptions index, the actual exchange rate of the national currency, and the
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direct foreign investment flow had the most considerably impact on the tourism proceeds
in Ukraine.
