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FORMATION OF COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN
CONDITIONS OF SOCIAL ISOLATION

If we turn to the traditional interpretation of communicative
competence, we obtain the following definition of this concept:
«Communicative competence is understood as the ability to establish
and maintain the necessary contacts with other people, a set of
knowledge, skills and abilities that ensure effective communication. It
involves the ability to change the depth and scope of communication,
to understand and be understandable to the communication partner» [1].

At the same time, communicative competence is a component of
social skills that a person develops throughout life and improves [2].
State standards of education, starting from the primary level and ending
with the higher level, take into account the development of social
content competencies.

Social isolation is a social phenomenon in which an individual or
social group is rejected from other individuals or social groups as a
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
