dimensions. The question, however, is to what extent the experience of
Bhutan is relevant for industrialized countries. For Bhutan, the process was
not about a transition from a fossil-fueled economy, but about having a
choice of what direction the country’s development should take
(McDonald 2010). Still, the indicators and that have been developed as part
of the GNH framework are familliar to those that work with sustainability
indicators in general, with some notable exceptions — such as the emphasis
on culture, heritage and spiritual dimensions (Brooks 2013). In this
presentation, the ambition is to discuss the challenges and possibilities of
the GNH concept, and to what extent its possible to implement aspects of
GNH in industrial/post-industrial capitalist economies.
