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RATIONALISM IN HIGHER EDUCATION:
CONCEPTUAL PARALLELS

Fundamental changes in higher education in Ukraine, which occur
due to its integration into European educational space, impose heavy
demands on personal and professionally significant qualities of degree
professionals. Society needs experts, which would be highly profes-
sional, creative, ambitious and competitive on the labor market.
Modern higher education institutions must prepare fully developed
specialists, which are capable of self-improvement, self-determination
and development, decision-making in difficult situations, prepared for
the continuous improvement of their qualification.

Unfortunately, we still can see manifestations of rationalism in
higher education, that force students to be a sort of «a robot», unable
to think creatively, make independent decisions and continue self-
improvement. In this model of education, teacher imposes views on
students, makes them think stereotypes. The most important task of
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higher education institutions on the current stage of educational
development is to provide necessary conditions, under which future
professionals could achieve such a result of educational activities,
which would enable them to acquire new professional knowledge and
skills throughout life, to be able to solve the problems of today in
creative way, to have skills to interact and cooperate with others, in
other words to be socially-mobile professionals. It is important, that
those, who study, would feel the need for knowledge themselves. That
is why it is necessary to change the role of the teacher in joint
educational activities: from knowledge «interpreter» to organizer and
«inspirer» of student’s independent cognitive activity and
creativeness. [2]. Nowadays the main criteria for preparation of
modern specialist is not only the knowledge acquisition of academic
disciplines, but also working-out an independent thinking. This
enables a student to prove, substantiate and predict. Therefore the
purpose of teaching in higher education institutions 1is to
provide professional and personal development of future professional,
who is able not only to apply the obtained knowledge in practice, but
is also able toacquire new information and use itif necessary,
develop and improve throughout professional life. This forces to make a
revision of purpose of modern education: from rationalism, based on
formation of students’ knowledge and skills of relevant d1501p11nes to
form a system of mental and moral activity by which future professionals
would orient themselves in educational and scientific information and
would easily adapt to new economic and social conditions [3].

None of the higher educational institutions can prepare their graduates
for every occasion, they only provide them with experience and methods
of scientific knowledge. The important thing is not knowledge, but
understanding, the ability to engage in self-education and development of
own personality. Information overload is one facet of problem of
education. A person cannot comprehend the entire spectrum of
knowledge. Besides, science is a dynamic system, so the acquired
knowledge, if not forgotten, become obsolete. Knowledge is constantly
changing and updating. So, an ability to learn the information by heart is
not so necessary, as an ability to learn throughout life, self-improvement,
to solve new problem situations with existing knowledge. Forming the
abilityto  learn throughout  life is one of the  key competencies of
personality on the current stage of education. This creates new conditions
for human life, requiring constant self-improvement and renewal of
knowledge, continuous growth of consciousness and growth of
responsibility. Modern person should have a variety of interests,
understand a value of self-development and be flexible [1].
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Thus, higher educational institutions have to choose a new
development strategy, providing conditions for development and
fulfillment of each person, who is able to self-learning and self-
improvement throughout life.
