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THE EXPERIENCE OF POLAND IN THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A COMMON
REGIONAL POLICY OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

Abstract. Using Poland as an example, we summarize the content of the initial
European Union institutional support programs for the reform of regional policy in post-
socialist countries and consider the basis for introducing the method of program-targeted
regulation of the development of depressed areas in them.

Keywords: regional policy, European Union, Poland, Ukraine, EU-programs.

Introduction. The experience of countries that have successfully implemented not
only the transformation of command economies into market-oriented economic systems,
but also achieved significant success in building socially responsible legal democratic
societies, shows the following. One of the main components of such transformations was
their effective implementation of the state regional policy based on the approaches, forms
and mechanisms of common (supranational) regional policy of the European Union (EU) -
Cohesion policy. An analysis and generalization of the experience of reforming the
countries of Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) shows that Poland has become one of the
most successful in implementing this policy.

The need for real implementation of regional policy reform is becoming increasingly
relevant in Ukraine. After the signing of the Ukraine-European Union Association
Agreement with inclusion of the Agreement on the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area between Ukraine and the European Union with fixing the course on the European
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
