Transition to economy development on market principles with inherent internal and external adverse
effects of business and financial operation, poor motivation for manufacturing and ensuring of
sufficient public benefits, repeating production and financial crises, unemployment, and excessive
differentiation of communities in terms of profits level require government's extensive influence on
different areas of social development by applying of specific governmental tools. The budget system
with its resources potential represents such tools for macroeconomic control. "Without vigilance (of
the government — auth. ), a market may get out of control”, the president ofthe USA, one of the most
liberaleconomies nowadays[1, p.61], said. It has been also evidenced in practice in India and China
where governmental controlis subject to evolutionary liberalisation, and which countries have been
exposed to the slightestimpact of the recent financial crises. Despite numerous arguments against
such measures by renowned researches [2], most post-crisis scientists tend to support such
motivating, primarily, by way of governmental investments in human capital assets and infrastructure.
Indeed, according to the IMF summary, the lowered interest rates of central banks in many countries
and continuing loan limitations automatically add to the value of each extra monetary unitdirected to
economy through the budget system [3].
